George Harmon reported on a meeting with Snoho-

mish County PUD, which he attended along with 

Board president Alan Dashen and Island Manager, 

and Chuck Motson.  The meeting regarded the un-

derwater cable providing electricity to the Hat Is-

land.  The cable is nearing the end of its useful life 

and needs to be repaired or replaced at some point.  

Options include repairing the cable through an in-

jection process and lowering the voltage on the ca-

ble.  The injection process is estimated to cost about 

$500,000 and lowering the voltage about $300,000.  

If successful, this could extend the cable life by 

about 20 years.  The alternative is to replace the 

cable at a cost of about $6 million.  The PUD staff 

stated that they believe the Island should pay for 

any costs of repair or replacement.  Chuck Motson and George Harmon are pursuing this further with the 

PUD, believing that any costs are the responsibility of the PUD, not Hat Island.

Larry Bangeter, Don Pucini, Sharron Meadows and Jan Cartozian all spoke.  Topics included:   Appreciation 

for dumpster day, clarification of homeowner vs. contractor priority at dumpster day and insurance coverage 

for boats in the marina.

OLD BUSINESS:  

 

CC&Rôs ï The Board is re-

viewing a proposed document 

for a common set of Covenants, 

Codes and Restrictions.  The 

Hat Island and Eelgrass 
Eelgrass and other seagrass species are used as an indicator of estuary 

health throughout the world because they respond to many natural and 

human caused environmental factors and they play a key role in the near-

shore system. Changes in the abundance or distribution of this resource 

are likely to reflect changes in environmental conditions. They are also 

likely to affect many other species that depend on eelgrass habitat. 

 

Eelgrass beds are divided into two habitat types. A significant amount of 

eelgrass occurs in "flats", which can be large shallow embayments or 

small pocket beaches.  Eelgrass also occurs in narrow fringing beds along 

steeper shorelines. These fringing beds can be corridors for migrating 

salmon and other wildlife. About one-half of all eelgrass in Puget Sound 

occurs in these fringing beds. In Puget Sound the maximum depth to 

which eelgrass grows can be as shallow as 2.5 feet below the low tide line 

(MLLW) to greater than 30 feet deep. Much of the eelgrass in Puget 

Sound is subtidal.; 

 

Approximately 33% of Washington Stateôs native eelgrass beds have 

been lost due to: dredging, dock construction, logging (increases sedimen-

tation), invasive species.  When eelgrass is lost, fish crabs, scallops and 

many other animals begin to disappear.  Stability of shorelines can also be 

threatened when eelgrass meadows disappear. 

 

Why are Eelgrass Beds Important? 

Eelgrass beds are important habitats in marine and estuarine waters be-

cause they are home to many small organisms that are food for larger 

species and they provide protective cover for migrating salmon, other 

fish, and many other kinds of marine life. Eelgrass supplies organic mate-

rial to nearshore areas and its roots stabilize the sediments.  Colonies of 

eelgrass provide a protected habitat for many marine species seeking ref-

uge from potential predators. Eelgrass can also protect animals from over-

heating caused by exposure to solar rays in shallow water during low 

tides and in shallow areas. On tidelands, animals bury themselves under-

neath mats of eelgrass to avoid dehydration. 

 

You can help save eelgrass beds and the marine life they support by being 

a responsible boater: 

Anchor out of eelgrass.  

Place mooring buoys out of eelgrass or use eelgrass friendly buoy 

designs.  

Place docks and other overwater structures away from eelgrass. 

Keep your boat in good working order and quickly clean even 

small oil spills.

The thought is that owners could drop off their yard waste in an area near the gravel pit to be 

burned by staff.  This could provide a good option for owners who need to burn yard waste and have it done in 

a controlled way.  The possibility of creating a resource for dropping off compostable yard waste was also dis-

cussed.  Mike Worthy said he would check with Snohomish County to see if they will allow us to have com-

munity burn area at the gravel pit.  He believes they will not allow us to collect a fee. 

 

HOA Attorney ï The issue of needing to have a qualified HOA attorney in our stable of advisors was again 

discussed.  It was decided that Board members would research and recommend possible candidates for selec-

tion.
